Starting with core and isolation work, dancers will then learn some of the fundamental movements and cues that lay the foundation for the language of tribal style belly dance. Dancers should wear clothes that are comfortable and easy to move in but are welcome to adorn themselves to their hearts' content!

She is the Priestess of Apple & Oak, a liberal Gardnarian coven and a legally recognized clergy who provides wedding/handfasting ceremonies and other rites of passage for the greater Community.
